THE SPECIAL FUNCTIONS are DIGITAL with numerals showing in the OPEN CRESCENT AT & O'CLOCH
indicating time, calendar and & alarms (sound or vibration to be selected). THE & SMALL AOUND
OPENINGS on the upper part of the dial show visually which alarms are activated and confirmed,
Alarm-1 starting at left and Alarm-6 finishing at right. In addition it shows whether the activated

All the digital functions are synchronized, which means the alarm settings are in relation with
the digital time setting. Most of the time the analog and the digital time should be set to the
sumzltima, However when traveling over different time zones the settings could be changed
os follows:

Change only the analog time setting to the new local time and leave the digital

settings at home time. This approach would be advisable for quite short trips. As
a result all the digital settings (time, calendar and activated alarms) would stay

at home time.

Change both, anolog and digital time settings to new local time, which would be
advisable for longer trips. As a result all the other settings, such os calendar and
the activated alarms would be changed to the new local time.

1. FUNCTION OF €ACH BUTTON

1.1 Black button at 8 o'clock = MODE
